Academic: One or two academic terms on 

campus. Undergraduate students will take  

12 to 16 credits of in-person coursework in  

the field of their study while graduates take 

eight credits.

Academic + Internship: One academic 

term followed by one term of academic 

training in a company or on campus.

Flint, 

Michigan, was the birthplace of 

automaker General Motors in 1908 and 

is still known as Vehicle City. Since 1919, 

Kettering University has called this city 

home. Our campus is about 70 miles  

from Detroit, one of Time magazine’s  

50 greatest places to explore in the  

world in 2022. 

A city of about 80,000 people, Flint 

is proud of its ties to the automobile 

industry. The weeklong Back to the 

Bricks classic car show is one of the city’s 

most popular events. Flint also hosts the 

PGA Tour’s Ally Challenge, the Junior 

Olympic competition CANUSA Games, 

the Flint Jazz Festival, the arts and 

electronic festival Flint Drop Fest, and 

many others.

WELCOME TO FLINT, MICHIGAN

Kettering is home to Atwood Stadium, where the 

Flint City Bucks men’s soccer team and the Flint 

City AFC women’s soccer team play. The stadium 

also hosts the Vehicle City Gridiron Classic that 

opens the high school football season, the Flint 

Institute of Music’s annual Independence Day 

concert, and the Atwood Stadium Races, a set of 

road races—a kid’s dash, a 5K and a 10K—that 

begin and end at the stadium.

That’s just the start. Students will have so much 

more to explore in Flint and the surrounding area.
